E Workplace Visits

Our Mentoring Programme has supported over 2,200 students Across
Greater Manchester for the past seven years. Aimed at Year 8 and Year 9,
it helps young people build the skills, confidence, and attitudes needed for
the world of work.

The programme is fully structured and resourced, with training (1.5 hours
online) and a DBS check provided.
