Domestic abuse can take place in an intimate
relationship or between family members. You may Domestic Abuse Service
be worried that no one will believe you or take your
fears seriously. We believe you and that every
person has the right to live their life free from
abuse.

Domestic abuse affects 1in 6 men during their lifetime. It is a pattern of bullying and controlling
behaviour which can include one or more of the following:

- Coercive control - Psychological or emotional abuse
- Economic or financialabuse . Harassment and stalking
- Physical or sexual abuse - Online or digital abuse

Violence and abuse is a choice the perpetrator makes; they are 100% responsible for their
actions.
